Progress at the Camp

Praise the Lord, we have survived and the majority of our supporters were not deceived by the
false accusations and fabricated information that was disseminated but the servants of Satan and
have remained faithful partners in ministry. We found and recovered a significant amount of the
embezzled funds and with those funds we were able to do a major maintenance project at the
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camp. We painted nearly all of the buildings at the camp and repaired rusted ironwork window
frames. At the same time generous donations from faithful supporters enabled us to make some
major upgrades as well. We installed a much needed security fence around the camp property
and were able to purchase and install a light plant to keep the camp functioning during the very
frequent electrical outages here in Colombia. We thank those generous supporters who picked
up the slack in a very difficult time and in so doing, encouraged us in those dark days.

We also began a fruitful cooperative project with Hasten International Medical Mission doing
something we had hoped to accomplish for many years but were simply unable financially to do.

They have begun supporting a physician and dentist here in Colombia to provide medical
and dental services in marginalized areas of the country. We help by providing the logistics and
oversight as well as the evangelistic outreach. We are very grateful to the Lord and to them for
this significant cooperative ministry.
